DISCUSSION ITEMS:

1. City Manager Randy Fernandez gave opening remarks regarding building updates including roof repairs
to city hall done for free; public safety roof bid opening to be June 22; park improvements being
planned; and the community center rehabilitation.

2. City Property Infrastructure Improvements.

City Hall
Mayor Damman stated his opinion that he felt there should be an advisory vote on the question of whether

or not to build a new city hall north of the public safety building. He then asked for the opinion of the rest
of the council members.

a. Council Member Hayman believes that the city money is better spent on a new building rather
than putting $1.4 million into the current building and that public meetings should be held
explaining all the details about the new building and getting public input.

b. Mayor Pro-Tem Pyden likes the idea of public meetings and would like to hear from residents and
is in favor of moving forward without a vote.

c. Council Member Wessel is not in favor of an advisory vote.

d. Council Member Barber is also not in favor of an advisory vote and would like to hear from the
residents.

i. Mayor Damman then gave his retort stating that out of respect to the residents he cannot
support moving forward without a vote. If the voters turn down the proposal then city
administration would move forward with roof and safety issues at the current city hall.

Architect William Vogan presented two options for locating the new city hall - either to the north or south
of the current public safety building. The size and cost of the building were discussed.

Redesign Ballfields

Annette DeMaria, Environmental Consulting & Technology gave an overview of the pinwheel design for
the ballfields. Timing to complete the project was discussed with the options being looked at are pushing
back the Little League start date, temporarily using some of the other fields in the city and/or completing
part of the project in FY18 and the rest in FY19. City administration will be meeting with Little League
officials to work out a solution.
